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GCT Manager Software Quick Reference Guide V2.0

Getting started: GCT Manager interacts with the Clip Dock either via IR Link of by USB
Disk. The software allows the user to retrieve test logs, SGC unit event logs, program
configurations, and perform firmware upgrades. Below are detailed instructions for how to
use the software:

Connecting via IR Link: Open GCT Manager and plug in the IR Link to your computer. Then
power on your Clip Dock. Place the IR Link in front of Unit #1 (see picture)

Once it is placed correctly, make sure that the IR button is
selected and click “Read”. A successful connection will result in a
green bar in the lower right hand corner.

Connecting via USB Disk: Remove the USB Disk from the Clip
Dock (the USB Disk is located underneath the metal cover in the
upper left hand corner).

To remove the cover, please use the allen wrench that was
included with your shipment.

Place the USB Drive into your computer; make sure the USB
Disk button in selected and click “Read”. A successful connection
will result in a green bar in the lower right hand corner.

Changing Settings:

Default Settings: Once you successfully communicate with the Clip Dock, you will see that
the unit comes programmed with a number of default settings.

Testing Check Boxes: These items are located in the upper right hand corner. *Note that
changing any of these fields may disable key testing functions*

Firmware updates: The Clip Dock allows for firmware upgrades to occur during the lifetime
of the unit. These may be product improvements to add additional features or to enhance
monitor performance. Most firmware upgrades are not required unless notified by Gas Clip
Technologies (GCT).

Once this configuration has
been programmed to the dock, every SGC detector that is bump tested will take on the new
configuration values. In order to make changes to any patrticular field please update the value
and ensure the check box on the left hand side is checked. Below is a description of the
individual fields:

Display:
Both: This is the default setting for all GCT units. This option will display the life remaining

when no gas is present. However when gas is present the unit will switch to display the
sensor reading in real time ppm.

Sensor: This will turn the monitor into a real time ppm display monitor; by default always
showing a real time ppm reading. No life remaining is displayed in this setting

Life: This setting will only display the life remaining on the display. When gas reaches alarm
levels the unit will display the respective warning messages, however it will not display the
specific concentration.

Hide bump due LED Flashing: If you prefer to not have the units flash when due for a bump
test, please make sure to check this box.

After you have made your requested changes click on the Write Device Button. If a
successful write has occurred you will see a green bar at the bottom.
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SGC Settings Firmware upgrades: Both the SGC and SGC Plus units allow for firmware
upgrades to occur during the lifetime of the unit. These may be product improvements to add
additional features or to enhance monitor performance. Most firmware upgrades are not
required unless notified by Gas Clip Technologies (GCT). To see if your unit has the most
current version please visit http://www.gascliptech.com/resources.html or contact GCT
directly.

Once new firmware has been programmed to the Clip Dock, units will be upgraded before
testing. During the upgrade the LED lights will remain orange colored and flash. DO NOT
move the unit during a firmware upgrade.

FAQ'S:

No memory stick error: Please check that the USB in inserted properly into the Clip Dock.
Note that when performing a test, the Clip Dock itself will blink the power light if no USB in
inserted.

No IR response received error: Please check to see that the docking station is powered on.
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
